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Highlights of the  May 19, 2015 meeting 

Quarterly Report ï Boy Scout Troop #288:  Noel Thiel presented an overview of the 20 member scout troop  (with 4  

Webelos soon to move up) and their recent activities. 

Devotion:  Pastor Dave highlighted a commentary entitled “10 Traits of Inwardly-Focused, Ineffective Churches”. Pastor 

Dave shared that the hallmark of true spirituality is focusing outward and a church is healthy if it is doing so. 

Pastor Dave closed the devotion with prayer. 
 

Financial Reports:  Financial Reports were reviewed. Council President Cliff requested the mortgage “principal”  

portion be included in all the financial reports. During the month of April, our income was down. Cliff expressed concern that 

we need to be thinking of how to handle any potential shortage and led the group in prayer for guidance as well as thankfulness 

for our many blessings. He will also be addressing the congregation regularly as to our financial situation.  On a positive note, 

$54,000 has been sent to Faith Foundation as a mortgage principal payment.  Sally will be sending in additional payments in 

increments of at least $5,000 as donations come in from “My Stake in Trinity.”  

Bank Accounts:  Due to the various service charges currently attached to our Columbia Bank accounts (Checking and 

Money Market) which cannot be lowered, Sally researched Citizens Bank and Oregon State Credit Union located here in Dallas 

for better rates.  Of the two, Citizens Bank has a more non- profit focus.  After group discussion, Janet Brunner made a motion 

“to transfer all Trinity Lutheran’s bank accounts to Citizens Bank in Dallas; checks issued will require two signatures, with  

authorized signatures  being those of the Financial Manager, Pastor, Office Manager, and Council President (as of this date,  

Sally Davies, Dave Pederson, Kathy Hammer, Cliff Barnhart) 

Committee Reports: 

Youth Ministry/Small Group Coordination- Naomi submitted a written report of youth and small group activity.  A Youth 

Group event entitled “Is It Worth the Risk? Part 2” was held 4/24/15. It provided an opportunity for the youth to experience 

what it means to have freedom of worship without fear of persecution.  They have also focused on learning about judgment of 

others. Mother’s Day corsages brought in $375 profit.  Middle and high school students will be having a lock-in at the church on 

May 29-30. June 7th is the last Youth Group gathering as they head into summer. Naomi is working on an event schedule for the 

summer to help the group stay in touch.  Due to cost, training for Stephen Ministers has been postponed until next year with the 

hope there will be sufficient funds in the budget for this vital ministry.  

Transition Team-  During the summer months, the team will possibly meet once a month. 

Worship Committee-The Worship Committee meets every week. The focus recently has been on the 20-30 age group and what 

they are looking for in worship. By making a few changes, the thought is TLC will be set up to accommodate and appeal to this 

age group. Pastor Dave commented the best evangelists often seem to be the new ones. 

Constitution/Bylaws Team- Team plans to present the updated constitution/bylaws to the council in June.  After council has  

reviewed and approved, the congregation will need to be educated on the changes, in preparation for the annual meeting in  

January.  In order to move forward in the pastoral transition, the updated constitution/bylaws will need to be in place.  A  

suggestion was made to have Lane Shetterly review for any legal technicalities or issues. 
 

Old Business:  The new sanctuary speakers will be installed Friday, May 22nd.  Dave Dippel is coordinating the work on the 

playground. The area will be expanded and will be wheel chair accessible. Benches and bark chips will be added.  A gift has 

been received for landscaping and will be used to plant a memorial dogwood tree and gravel for overflow parking area.  Property 

line/boundary markers will be enhanced to better show property lines. Pastor Dave will be checking into any potential issues 

with the church’s east side property line.  “My Stake in Trinity” – Sharlene and Greg Hattan have completed fifteen meetings 

thus far. There are a few more individuals to meet with. Pastor Dave plans to meet with the city this summer regarding the  

columbarium. 
 

New Business:  A company out of Albany has approached the office regarding our leased copy machine.  They  

demonstrated their product and indicated they would buy out our current contract which expires February, 2016.  A bid will be 

submitted for review next week. 
 

In place of the annual Golf Tournament in August, a committee is working on new ideas to support the Dallas  

Emergency Food Bank as in past years. This met with the council’s approval. Plans will be forthcoming. 

Council Retreat is scheduled for July 10th thru July 11th.

Greetings Polk Community Free Clinic Team, 

 

We had a busy clinic Saturday (May 23) even though Dr. 

Davies was our only doctor.  We had intentionally not  

scheduled very many patients, but we had 7 walk-ins.  Five 

of our patients  were new to the clinic.  I believe Gail's story 

below best summarizes the day and the reason why we serve 

at the clinic. 

   

Let me share a story from our Polk Community Free Clinic 

Saturday.  When we arrived at 6:30 am - 3 persons were  

huddled in coats and blankets in lawn chairs outside the 

church door.  They had gotten there at 4 am to be the first in 

line.  They found out about the clinic on the internet after 

trying to meet their needs through other conventional ways.   

  

The elderly parents had come up from their home in Mexico 

to help care for their daughter and family and it was taking 

much longer than expected.  They were running out of very 

needed medications and didn’t want to become a burden to 

the family they had come to help.  Our staff were awesome 

and even though we only had 1 provider, only 1 interpreter 

and more patients than we should be able to care for in one 

morning  -  it all worked and we were able to provide the 

needed care.  

 

Now that’s not the key part of this story because this happens 

every day at the free clinic.  

  

That whole family was so appreciative and gracious.   I think 

every staff person there got a “muchas gracias” – probably a 

hug and maybe a kiss.  Then, as I was talking with the doctor 

he said, “Well that patient response to our care was  

phenomenal.” The mother told him (through the interpreter ) 

that they had been so blessed by every one of our staff and 

himself and she was so thankful to have found us.  She said, 

“Blessings to you - and to your parents who brought you up 

understanding the need to be a service to others.” 

  

Let each of us find ways this week to do what Christ would 

have us do.  .  . 

  

 Our next clinic is in two weeks.  Please note, we will not be 

having a clinic on Saturday, July 4th because of the holiday.

One of the library’s top goals this year is to add more books of interest to teens and young adults as our current 

selection is quite limited.  We asked Naomi Woodrum for a list of books our teens are reading and discovered 

the books belong to a genre known as dystopian science fiction. 
 

Since 2008, with the publishing of The Hunger Games, dystopian science fiction novels have become  

increasingly popular with teens and adults.  Merriam-Webster defines “dystopia” as “an imaginary place where 

people lead dehumanized and often fearful lives.”  One of the main objectives in such a world is simply surviv-

ing  another day.  These novels ask big questions:  What is freedom?  What is love?  What is being human?  

They are stories of escape and adventure where the characters try to find some level of control in their  

“messed-up” world.  Usually the ending is hopeful. 
 

This month we are featuring five books of this genre recently added to the library.  You will find them on the 

shelf to your right as you enter the library.   

The Hunger Games (Suzanne Collins) Book one in series.   The government punishes its citizens for an 

uprising by having a boy and girl from each of the twelve districts compete and fight for survival in a 

televised reality show.

The Hunger Games:  Mockingjay.  Book three explores the psychological and emotional costs of war. 

Matched  (Ally Condie )  Book one of a series.  Society’s computer selects your mate.  How well does 

that work?      

The Maze Runner ( James Dashner)  Book one series.  A mysterious survival novel that will scare you, 

make you laugh, move you to tears, and surprise you with the ending.
