ELCA commitment to confronting racism and anti-Semitism 

8/15/2017 

The Evangelical Lutheran Church in America (ELCA), stands against all forms of hatred and discrimination. The 

church believes that cultural, ethnic and racial differences should be seen and celebrated as what God intends them 

to be—blessings rather than means of oppression and discrimination. 

The ELCA’s social statement “Freed in Christ: Race, Ethnicity and Culture” states: “Racism—a mix of power, 

privilege, and prejudice—is sin, a violation of God’s intention for humanity. The resulting racial, ethnic, or cultural 

barriers deny the truth that all people are God’s creatures and, therefore, persons of dignity. Racism fractures and 

fragments both church and society.” 

The social statement, adopted by the ELCA 1993 Churchwide Assembly, calls on the church to make confession 

for complicity, name the spiritual crisis at the roots, commit to change and make pledges to public witness, advoca-

cy and action to confront racism.  

“We recognize that the kind of violence we witnessed in Charlottesville last weekend is very real and affects all of 

us,” said ELCA Presiding Bishop Elizabeth A. Eaton. “We need to stand up firmly against racism and anti-

Semitism, show up for and advocate with others. Jesus, who makes visible those who are invisible, is already there. 

We need to show up, and we need to listen in each of our communities.” 

The ELCA is a church that belongs to Christ and Christ’s church universal, where there is a place for everyone. The 

job of Christ’s people today is to celebrate the diversity of God’s creative work and embrace all people in the spirit

 Traditionally, congregations make up their summer losses in the months of fall.  I hope that we can 
catch up with the curve again and put Trinity on a sound financial footing for calling a new pastor.  We have 
been able to save some with the interims but there are going to be added expenses when a new pastor is called.  
It is good to get in a position for the extra. 

 

 It is also an opportunity to think about tithing.  My dear Carolyn learned to tithe, giving 10 per cent or 
more of gross income, from her parents.  I had to learn it from her and from an old pastor friend from Ka-
lispell, Montana, named Pete Waldum.  Old Pete, a wiry Navy veteran, figured 10 per cent was just a warm up.  
“You can’t out give the good Lord,” he always said.  And sure enough, tithing has been one of the deepest joys 
of our life together.  There were times, to be sure, when we wondered where the money would come from.  
But we were never short and learned the joy of generosity.  It’s a lot of fun to see what money can do when it 
isn’t being squeezed to death between grasping fingers.  A lot of you know this already and we hope that the 
good Lord will give others the opportunity to learn as well.

Council Meeting Highlights   

 

 
 

 

Devotion:   Pastor Jim shared that God hides Himself in the ordinary – that is where we find an encouraging God at work. 

Financial Reports:  Financial Reports through July were presented by Janet Brunner. Reports reviewed included Financial Notes, Balance 
Sheet as of July 31, 2017, Profit and Loss- January through July 2017, Profit and Loss Budget vs. Actual for the same period, Profit and Loss 
Previous Year Comparison, and  the General Ledger account activity.   

Miscellaneous Financial Notes- 

*My Stake account has a balance of $2,810 for May, June, and July income received- to be sent to Faith Foundation when balance hits $5,000. 

*July net loss was ($7,090.88); YTD loss through July is ($3,642.10) 

* Keeping monthly costs down has aided in keeping YTD expenses below budget. However, income received is an issue as summer giving has 
been lower. 

*$577.50 was incurred in July for legal and professional services (providing copies of building permits, etc.) related to subpoena arising out of 
Fowler lawsuit against city. (Fowler will be approached for repayment.) 

*A large repair cost will be paid in August for repair of leaking fire system. ($1,114 est.) 

*Church benevolence liabilities will need to be reviewed in detail by the end of the year. 

Committee Reports: 

Solar Eclipse Committee- Julie Oke updated Council on the upcoming eclipse event the weekend of 8/19-8/21/17.  As of this Council meet-
ing date, 27 reservations have been received and paid for.  A shuttle service with pick-up at TLC will be available.  The city contracted for two 
school buses at a cost of $5,600 to run a shuttle service to downtown.  They requested financial assistance with the cost to have our location 
be included on the shuttle route.  The Committee (and Council) approved the $500 amount, taking into consideration the liability issues and 
lack of enough CDL licensed drivers to provide our own shuttle.  The city will invoice us; it will be paid out of paid reservation fees.  Dick 
McKown and Orval Stepper will assist campers in locating their assigned RV or tent site (using a Polaris and ATV).  There will be Camp 
Hosts on the premise for the weekend to address any questions or needs from campers.  (Gregg & Janet Brunner and Beth & Roxy Garrison) 
Volunteers will be here all day and overnight Saturday and Sunday to monitor building access and campers needs. 

Another volunteer meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, August 16th, to finalize volunteer assignments and update information on additional 
reservations received, camping site map, and access to building during the event. 

Call Team:  Assistant Bishop Susan came to Dallas Monday, August 14th, and presented 3 names to the Call Team for consideration.  The 
Team will meet to review the applications and discuss any initial Skype interviews.   

Endowment Team:  Dot Lee, Chairman of the Endowment Committee, sent an email to Council President, Cliff Barnhart, requesting 
Council approval of monies recommended by the Committee for Endowment Fund allocation:  $1,000 for second missionary for 2017 and 
up to $3,000 for purchase of a used maintenance lift to assist Facilities Manager in day to day work responsibilities.  After discussion, Jona-
than Thompson made a motion to approve both allocations, seconded by Tammy Bird, and passed.  Cliff will notify Dot of Council approval. 

Old Business: 

Security Concerns- Facilities Manager Steve Large has installed a locking door on the sound booth to protect electronic assets when not in 
use.  He will continue the process of identifying security issues needing to be addressed to protect our church assets/property and will be  
setting up cameras to enhance security. 

Interim Pastor- As we have just received a second list of call applicants from the Synod, with the inherent amount of time needed to com-
plete any call process, and our current Interim Pastor Jim Nestingen will be returning to Minnesota in the coming months, consideration 
needs to be given to securing our next Interim Pastor. (Pastor Al is being considered for an Interim Pastor Call in Tri-Cities and is not availa-
ble for our interim call.) Pastor Jim and Pastor Al Berg have highly recommended a pastor from Lakewood, Washington to Council President 
Cliff. Most recently she was an Associate Pastor at Christ Lutheran Church in Lakewood and would be available any time after September 
15th.  Cliff contacted the Synod in Portland (Assistant Bishop Susan) to see if they might have any other candidates for an interim call (no), if 
they were familiar with the Associate Pastor (yes), and if this action was something they would support (yes). Following the contact with the 
Synod, Cliff contacted Rev. Kristi Kreamer by telephone.  A resume was provided, and reviewed by the Council.  Upon learning of the 
Eclipse event to be held the weekend of August 19th, Kristi indicated an interest in coming down to meet some members, attend a Sunday 
service, and get a feel for the church and community.  Council was in favor of this opportunity to meet her.  (To accommodate Kristi and her 
husband, an RV would be provided for the weekend.)  After the eclipse weekend is over, Council will hold a special meeting to discuss the 
interim position and any potential offer. 

New Business:  There was none. 

Meeting was closed with The Lord’s Prayer.
